3. Treasurers report – apologies from Stephanie due to illness.  
4. Secretary report – slow trickle in of new members, working hard on presented a more involving social day, focus is on Champ and Open shows. Currently 49 members.

To include details on the most effected will be responsible breeders, not puppy farmers, use of limited register allows us to uphold our stance that it is not a puppy that should be bred from or shown, recommend health testing @ 12 months, this does not support the stance by AWL and RSPCA on desexing and unnecessary breeding, our breed is in jeopardy of back yard breeding due to smaller genetic pool than some other breeds, most vets are Not experts on our standard, what is deemed a thorough exam (as skeletal issues can only be truly seen by xray), Moved A Watson / Passed B McWatt
19. Dog food sponsorship for 2015 – Earthborn – Lisa – KMc – discussed, and passed unanimously that we re-approach Canidae, who have already asked us about 2015.  Moved B McWatt / Passed L Perrett. 
20. General Business
· Complaints Procedures – All by email, all must have names on them.  Anything anonymous not to be actioned.  All complaints go directly to the President who will then present if validated and non-derogatory at the following meeting.  No complaints to be tabled at the same meeting at which they are proposed.
