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Secretary Report 

Hi Members, Firstly congratulations to all who did well at our April/ May shows.  It was 

lovely to see some new faces in the show ring and thanks to a well organised committee, 

I even had some spare time to help out a few newies who needed a hand.   Showing dogs 

can be daunting if you donõt have friends or mentors there to help you and it is really 

nice to give new people a positive experience.  

I would also like to thank the committee for taking a little weight off my shoulders in the 

few months leading up to the show , as I had to concentrate on family.  My Dad who was 

battling melanoma for a number of years really declined this year and sadly passed away 

on 4 th April  at the age of 69 .  Dad was the initial reason I became interested in bull 

terriers .  He often went pig shooting when I was a kid and our first pet dog was ¾ bull 

terrier and ¼ heeler  and supposed to be a pig dog .  Lucky for her she was useless, and 

so she got to be a family pet and she was awesome.  We had her well into her teens and 

I always knew that when  I grew up I was going to buy a Pedigree bull terrier.   

Dad was actual ly diagnosed with melanoma before I was born, and whilst it was 

successfully removed with surgery, it lay dormant for over thirty years , and when it 

reappeared he was given only a few y ears to live.   His suffering has ended now but after 

seeing what he went through and how melanoma ravaged his body in the last few years 

it is a poignant reminder to all that we need to take very good care of our skin in this 

country.  Particularly when w e are standing out there in the show ring, even on an 

overcast day, we need to be mindful that the UV is always out there.   And while we can 

cover ourselves in sunscreen and hats, we mustnõt forget our bullies.  There are some 

great products out there such  as My Pony Sunblock that stays on all day and does not 

damage the skin.  And if you cannot guarantee that you can keep your dog out of the sun 

in the summer, consider building a run and covering it with shade cloth.  You can buy 

portable runs from Bunning s now for a few hundred dollars and considering most dogs 

sleep all day, it is better knowing they are asleep in the shade rather than belly up  in the 

sun as bullies always are !
