The Alwin puppy bitches were
pleasing as was the Uno daughter who was Reserve challenge. My Long Stock Male challenge was the
lovely Jack v Fenrir who wasn’t so happy during the gun test. Like all things one must view things in
context and | made the decision to drop him a grading due to his reaction. He was anatomically the best
male dog in the show; however, his grading precluded him from advancing any further.
