ANNUAL SUBSCRIPTION AND JOINING FEE.

2.
OFFICE BEARERS AND COMMITTEE.

In accordance with Rule 44 the office bearers shall consist of:

(a)
President, who shall also be the Public Officer.

Secretary.

Treasurer.

(d)
Assistant Secretary. (If deemed appropriate by the Committee at the time)

The Committee of the Club shall consist of not more than three (3) persons.
3.
MEMBERSHIP.
In accordance with Part 3, Division 1, Membership, of the Rules, the membership shall consist of - 


(a)
Ordinary Member as outlined in Part 3, Division 1, of the rules, plus, 

(b)
Dual Member. Each party shall have full ordinary member rights but shall receive one (1) Club Gazette only.


(c)
Life Member. Any person may be notified as a Life member of the Club in recognition of services rendered to the Club, or services rendered towards any of the objects of the Club. However, not more than two persons may be appointed as Life members of the Club in any one year. Nominations for Life members shall be in the hands of the Secretary, two calendar months prior to the Annual General Meeting. In the event of more than two nominations in any one year, it shall be the Committee's responsibility to select the two nominations that are to be voted upon by the members. Approved nominations will be voted on at the Annual General Meeting by secret ballot. Life members shall have full rights as per ordinary memberships.


(d)
Honorary Member. Any person may be nominated as an Honorary member, but such nomination shall not exceed two (2) in any one (1) financial year. Such Honorary membership shall be of twelve (12) months duration.
5.
SUB-COMMITTEES.

(a)
The Committee at its discretion shall decide upon what sub-committees shall be appointed.


(b)
A sub-committee shall consist of a chairman who shall be a member of the Committee and shall consist of no more than ten (10) members, including the chairman.


(c)
The term of office shall be of such duration as decided upon by Committee.


(d)
The sub-committee shall at all times be responsible to Committee and not, of their own volition, authorise any expenditure in excess of $50.00, or shall in anyway communicate with outside organisations or persons without the prior approval of the full Committee.


(g)
There shall be a sub-committee member appointed to keep true and correct books and all records associated with that sub-committee.
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
