REGULATIONS

These regulations are to be read in conjunction with and subject to the rules of the Old English Sheepdog Club Of Victoria Incorporated.

1.
AMENDMENTS.


To amend these regulations, the following procedure shall be adopted:

1.1
Written notice of intended motion shall be given to the Secretary

1.2
The Secretary will immediately advise the Committee of the intended motion by placing the motion on the agenda for the next committee meeting.

1.3
The Committee shall preview the intended motion as to its form and validity, and discuss desirable changes, if any, with the proposer.

1.4
The previewed intended motion shall be included in the next agenda for a General Meeting of the Club.

MEETINGS.

2.1
The AGM will be held in August each year. 
3.
SHOWS, TRIALS AND COMPETITIONS.

3.1
A Championship Show shall be conducted each year.

3.2
The Club shall conduct other such competitions as the Committee or members shall from time to time determine.

4.
BREED INFORMATION DAYS.

4.1
The Club shall endeavour to conduct events which promote the correct care of the Old English Sheepdog.

5.
CLUB COLOURS.

5.1
The official club colours shall be Aqua and White.

6.
CLUB LOGO.
6.1
The official club logo shall be as depicted on the front page of these regulations. 

7.
FINANCES

7.1
General Account. Monies over and above the amount determined by the Treasurer for the   running expenses of the Club are to be placed in an approved investment as set out in sub paragraph 7.2 of this regulation.

7.2
All investments made on behalf of the club shall be with a Bank, or a Credit Society registered within the State Of Victoria.

8.
PUBLICATIONS.

8.1
The Club shall publish a periodical to be known as "The Gazette". There will be a minimum of two issues each year. 
8.2
Advertising Rates  for The Gazette shall be:


Full Page, members $12.00, non members $16.00.


Half Page, members $7.00, non members $8.00.


Quarter Page, members $5.00, non members $6.00.

Litter Notification. Details of litters will be published once in The Gazette free to members.


The following details may be submitted:


Breeder's Kennel prefix


Sire and Dam


Date of Birth


Number of each sex whelped


Name, address and telephone number of member to whom enquiries are to be directed

8.4
Show Results. These may be submitted in writing by members for publication in The Gazette. Details required:


Individual awards gained by members' own exhibits, which must include name and type of show, date of show, and judges under whom awards were gained.

8.5
Commercial Publications. Any commercial publication entered into by the Club be subject to a formal contract, specifying price, delivery date, quality and number of copies.

9.
TROPHIES PRESENTATIONS, AND AWARDS.

9.1
Championship Trophy. The Club shall present such member whose Old English Sheepdog gains its Championship with an engraved trophy appropriate to the award, provided that:


a copy of the Championship Certificate is supplied to the Club.


a suitable photograph at least postcard size and no larger than 25cm x 20cm preferably of the Old English Sheepdog in a show stance is supplied for inclusion in the Album Of Champions.

9.2
Obedience Trophy. The Club shall present each member whose Old English Sheepdog gains an Obedience Title with a suitably engraved trophy appropriate to the award, provided that:


a copy of the Obedience Certificate is supplied to the Club.


a suitable photograph at least postcard size and no larger than 25cm x 20cm preferably of the Old English Sheepdog executing an exercise is supplied to the Club for inclusion in the Album Of Champions.


Once a member has received an Obedience Trophy, any further titles gained will entitle the dog to a new trophy.

9.3
Perpetual Trophies. All perpetual trophies are to remain the property of the Club.


All engraving on perpetual trophies to be organised by the Club.


The Beila Perpetual Trophy, the Lindsey Lay Memorial Perpetual Trophy and the Gateview Just Fur Fun  Perpetual Trophy will be held by the member entitled from the time of engraving until one month prior to the next time it is to be awarded.


Any member holding a perpetual trophy is to be responsible for its care, maintenance and cleaning and will reimburse the Club within 14 days of notification of any costs incurred by the Club resulting from member's negligence or neglect in relation thereto.

9.4
1,000 Challenge Points.

The Club shall award a sash to members' Old English Sheepdogs that attain 1,000 challenge points.


A person must be a member of the Club for at least two years to be eligible for this award.


All challenge certificates must be made available for certification by the Committee. In the case of an interstate member the executive of that State OES Body can certify that they have sighted the challenge certificates and have counted the points.


A red, white and blue sash shall be presented and shall be inscribed with the name of the Club, the name of the dog, and description of the award.

Gazette Front Covers.


Each year the Club will publish free of charge photographs of the winners of Best Exhibit and Runner Up to Best Exhibit of the Championship Show, on the front cover of the Championship Show Edition of the Gazette.
